This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	
	At Baginton fields Academy, we are committed to providing a high-quality, inclusive music curriculum designed to meet the diverse needs of all learners, including those with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND). Our music curriculum is informed by both the Sounds of Intent framework and the National Curriculum, ensuring a personalised, developmental approach that aligns with national standards while being responsive to the individual needs of our learners. 



Published Curriculum Information:

Our music curriculum draws from the Model Music Curriculum (March 2021), with a specific focus on adapting its principles to meet the needs of pupils with SEND. This ensures that our students access the same core musical outcomes as their mainstream peers but through a structured, developmental framework tailored to their individual levels of attainment and abilities. 

Time Allocation for Music 

Each week music is allocated based on the learner needs within their curriculum pathway.
For Investigators and Ventures in KS3 and KS4 each class has a separate music lesson which runs for half a term, and also links to RE, where music is used to tell a story.  In these lessons students have opportunities to use their voice, play and experiment with different instruments and opportunities to perform to others.  Learning different musical skills and elements.

For Discoverers and Explorers music is used across many lessons and in a creative way.  For example it is used to represent the start and end of activities, for sensory stories and therapy sessions.  Students have opportunities to listen and play musical instruments and use their voices to sing and express themselves during musical activities.  
We prioritise sufficient time for learners to develop their proactive, reactive, and interactive music skills:  We use a program called Tac Pac and opportunities for sensory music therapy sessions both in the classroom and sensory room using music to enable students to communicate and for mental well being.

Every Wednesday as part of enrichment there are opportunities for students to participate in singing and percussion sessions.

In KS5 students have the option of choosing either singing or learning to play musical instruments as part of their enrichment and learning lessons.  Classes also learn to play a musical instrument such as the keyboard or Djembe drum as part of the Asdan creative learning unit of work.

At the end of each assembly students sing and sign the Bagintonfields song.

Throughout the year many different concerts are held where students perform individually and in classes songs that they have learnt.  This can also be for a charity event.
At Christmas we hold carols in the shed where parents/carers and family of the students are invited in to join us and a whole school Christmas concert involving, acting, singing and dancing.  Again, students invite family and friends to come and see them.
During assemblies’ different classes throughout the year will perform to the rest of the school and parents/carers have been known to also attend these.

Partnerships Supporting Curriculum Music 

· Bagintonfields has links to the Coventry Music Hub where music tutors have worked with individual students and whole classes, and students have attended events which they have held such as The Big Sing for all schools across the city.
· Once a week Open theatre comes to school to work with different groups of students.  Throughout the year every class will have had this opportunity to work with them.
· A group of 12 students each year attends a concert provided by the Birmingham Symphony orchestra which uses music to tell a story, and provides the students with an opportunity to experience live music. A live stream of this is also used shown to students in classes.
· Discoverers and Explorers have the opportunity to experience a therapy workshop using all of the senses, musical instruments and the voice provided by Moon beam theatre.
· A group of students have worked with Armonico Consort.  The event was titled AC Academy Does The Royal Albert Hall.
3 professional musicians worked in school, alongside a member of staff to create an original piece of music based on the theme of energy.
     We worked with students from another Coventry SEN school. Each school had their own section to perform as well as choral.  On the day there were 2000 singers from across the UK performing to a packed audience.  Sherbourne & Baginton were the only special schools represented and the only schools to perform their individual piece. 
      In 2022 we worked with the company to produce a musical version of Jack &        
      the Beanstalk with all the other special schools in Coventry where each school 
      produced a scene to tell the story.  This was performed at the Albany Theatre.
As well as providing students with the opportunity to work collaboratively with students across the school to develop their musical/acting/performance skills the projects lead to improved self-confidence and inclusive working with the wider local and national  
community.

This year in May 2026 we worked on a project based on the story of The Earl of Warwick.  This performance involved acting, composing a song, singing and playing a musical instrument.  The students then performed their work to parents and the rest of the school.  The feedback from parents was extremely positive, with comments such as excellent to see my child growing with confidence and speaking in front of an audience whilst learning new skills.  
The students voice was that they enjoyed writing their own songs and having the opportunity to act, sing and play a musical instrument and not just one skill.

Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Progression from Classroom Instrumental Teaching: 
For some learners demonstrating significant musical ability, one-to-one instrumental lessons are offered. This is reviewed annually and is based on the current cohort's needs and capabilities. This provision allows gifted and talented learners to further 
develop their skills and reach higher levels of musical proficiency. 

Music Tuition Outside of Lesson Time 
One-to-One Tuition: Select learners, particularly those showing exceptional talent or keen interest, receive personalised one-to-one lessons via tutor from Coventry music hub. These lessons are tailored to individual learning needs, building on their in-class experience. 

Musical Ensembles and Groups 
Every week there are two lunch time clubs held.  These are called karaoke and Boppers.  These groups enable students to perform to a song of their choice, either individually or as part of a group to other students and staff that are in the club.

Every year student council plus some other students are invited to perform as a choir Christmas carols at the local Coventry University Hospital.

Once a week at lunchtime open orchestra takes place where students are invited to attend and play different percussion instruments plus keyboards and guitars to create an orchestra, which performs a piece of music in assembly once a term.

Pupil Premium Student Engagement 
A significant number of learners are Pupil Premium, and all have access to a wide range of musical activities, including: 
Lessons: Instrumental and vocal lessons. 
Trips: Excursions to external performances and venues like the CBSO, with no cost to parents/carers involved. 
Performances: Opportunities to participate in school concerts and pantomines.  These experiences are offered free to ensure inclusivity, with a focus on supporting pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds. 

Additional Funding and Support 
 CBSO: Offers free relaxed concerts for learners (including specialised Notelets Performances)
Coventry Music Hub:  Offering free singing concerts, where students have the opportunity to perform as part of a large choir (The Big Sing).  Links to online music sessions.
One to one and group tuition offered free to children In Care and in class/lesson support on a role out program for classes across the school.

Open Theatre sessions:  Open Theatre explore young people’s creativity leading to a positive impact on learning outcomes, capacity to learn, confidence and sense of self, and the roles they can plan in the world. Their work draws on contemporary conversations about the nature of disability, difference and creativity. Learning Outside the Classroom and Enrichment: Funding trips, performances, and sharing days, supplemented by Pupil Premium funds. 

These initiatives ensure a vibrant and inclusive musical environment at Bagintonfields Academy, providing learners with the opportunity to grow musically while supporting their social and emotional development. 



Arts Mark Award
Baginton Fields Academy has achieved the bronze Artsmark Award and are currently working towards the silver award.  This provides the students with plenty of opportunities to experience music and creative activities across all lessons/activities and includes the outdoor environment, where the sensory garden and forest school have recently had an outdoor music area added to them.







Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
		Singing Assemblies: 
 Investigators and Venturers Pathway: Features action songs with simple, repetitive lyrics that engage learners through familiar themes and predictable patterns. 
 : Discoverers and Explorers Sensory exploration linked to music is used, creating calming, interactive environments where learners can explore sound, movement, and tactile elements at their own pace. 

Lunchtime Provision: 
 Music Club- Every student including Post 16 learners have access to music lunchtime clubs.  These are Karoke club and Boppers.  This is lead by a singing specialist.
 Open orchestra – led by tutor from Coventry Music service/hub.

	Links with External Music Organisations 
We have built strong partnerships with a variety of external music organisations, enriching our music provision and creating diverse opportunities for our learners. These collaborations enhance students' access to high-quality music experiences. 
both in school and in the wider community through curriculum enrichment or via educational visits. 

Our partners include: 

Coventry Music Service: Providing instrumental tuition and opportunities for students to participate in city-wide music activities. 
City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra (CBSO): Offering workshops, performances, and interaction with professional musicians, exposing learners to world-class music.
Open Theatre: Focused on non-verbal drama, including music as a key element of performance for learners with complex needs. 
Armonico Consort: The event was titled AC Academy Does The Royal Albert Hall.  An opportunity for pupils to create their own piece of music and perform as part of a school band and large choir at The Royal Albert Hall.  The rehearsals for this took place at lunchtime and the performance was in the evening where parents/carers and family were also invited to attend.  We are continuing to work with this organisation.
Moonbeam theatre: Focused on non-verbal drama using all senses of the body including music as a key element of performance and singing songs with signing and widget symbols for learners with complex needs.
Dave: Is a parent of a student in the school who is musically talented and skilled and supports music enrichment sessions and in assemblies by playing his guitar and singing where required.

 Artsmark Award: SLT Link & music lead to use the Arts Mark framework to assess  Bagintonfields Academy’s music provision enhancing current strengths, addressing areas for development, and further embedding the arts into the school's culture. This will help refine priorities and clarify areas that need further attention, such as curriculum breadth, learner engagement, or co-curricular offerings and celebrate our existing strengths 

KS3 to develop their timetable to incorporate one hour of music lessons a week, instead of a current half term rolling program.

To continue to develop link with Coventry Music Hub to offer more students individual instrument tutoring by providing more funding/budget to music to do this.
To develop music therapy and sensory sessions across the school by providing INSET to staff on this and TAC PAC.  Develop resources for TAC PAC available to the whole school.
To plan and hold an end of year music festival for students to showcase their skills and talents within music and to create a very enjoyable atmosphere and environment for all to enjoy and appreciate the experience that music has on us individually and as a whole school community. (Music lead, KS5 phase leader and a class teacher Daniel Elsworth) 
Continue to attend concerts held by CBSO and Coventry music hub.

Continue to work with Armonico Consort to enable more students to experience the trip to The Royal Albert Hall and the musical skills and knowledge that were taught from this experience.

To continue to develop outdoor musical areas by making it more accessible to everyone and developing staff’s skills and ability in using this resource to enhance their music lessons and students break times.  (SLT & Music lead)
