At Baginton Fields staff teach you lots of skills that

will be useful when you leave school.

We teach you to communicate, be independent, make

decisions and cooperate.

We talk to you about what you might like to do

when you leave school. You may go to college, be an

intern or do activities with social care.
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We teach you using real life experiences, including

work experience and visits from people outside school.

We prepare you for changes as you move through

school and leave school.

At the Annual Review meeting you can hear about college and

being an intern from the career's advisor and hear about social

care activities from the social worker.

In Key Stage 3 you learn about work in the New
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Horizons Programme.

In Key Stage 4 you learn about jobs in school and may

do some work experience in school.

In Key Stage 5 you do work related learning lessons e.g.

horticulture, catering and enterprise. You also may go out to

do a work experience in the local community.

Wherever you go when you leave school we will

prepare you for what is coming next.
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
